Bandon Library Friends and Foundation Meeting

January 26 2010

MINUTES

Present: Merle Logan, Linda Wilcox, Claudine Hundhausen, Cathy Johnston, Maggie Karl, Will Piehl, Maureen Haggerty, Horty Joyce and Deirdre Krumper.
President Merle Logan called the meeting to order at 10:35 am.

Minutes of the meeting of November 24, 2009 were unanimously approved as written on a motion by Horty Joyce and second by Linda Wilcox.

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Linda Wilcox reported that for November 2009, income was $1,465.87 and expenses were $576.37. For December 2009, income was $5,690.65 and expenses were $5,299.19. The current checking account balance was $26,274.00 as of January 24, 2010. The Treasurer’s Report was unanimously approved on a motion by Claudine Hundhausen and second by Will Piehl. Linda reported that the Christmas sale had a net total of $1,672.73. Merle said that the BLFF had received donations of $3,000 from the Sprague Foundation and $2,500 from the Kaiser Foundation.
Library Director’s Remarks: Deirdre Krumper told the BLFF that: the library had been working with the city on the janitorial service bids process. Vicki Bunn-Cohen submitted the lowest bid. The library would be having its staff Work Day on February 26. Publicity was proceeding for the Title Wave visit of Phillip Margolin at the end of April. Joseph of “Joseph’s Janitorial” had steam cleaned the Sprague room carpet in exchange for free use of the room for his daughter’s wedding reception.
Library Board Update: Deirdre Krumper said that at its meeting, the Library Board had talked about the bids process and about the budget forms that went to the city.

Book Sale:  Horty Joyce said that so far for January, the Neverending sale had made $423. She and Cathy had put out bags of homemade videos for $2 per bag. They were selling very well. Cathy Johnston said the Neverending sale had made $612 for December. This was equivalent to a regular book sale when added to the Christmas sale. Cathy said that she would like to post a Coffee Break ad saying that there would be no February book sale. She noted that half of all the donations coming in had been not worth keeping, but there should be plenty of material for the July sale.
Current Business:

Travel Night:  Claudine Hundhausen said the “Travels with Vicki” went very well. There was good attendance and the room was filled. There will be an article in the “Western World”. Merle noted that there was good interaction between the audience and Vicki. Claudine suggested that the group keep alert for other speakers. 
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Film Night: Cathy said that the Chamber of Commerce got a copy of the film poster and offered to put the BLFF film schedule on their calendar. Maureen Haggerty said that “Bandon Cares” was back and would be putting on a program later this year. Cathy said that February’s movie would be “Dames”. The last film had 16-18 people in attendance, with a few new attendees.                                                                                                            
Celia Piehl Poetry Contest: Will Piehl said that he would like to go ahead with the contest for 2010. He suggested that the submissions be in by April 2 and the awards night be on April 9. “Goals in my future” was one suggestion for a theme. Will said that Weld Champneys, Ava Richey and Zita Ingham could possibly be judges. Maureen Haggerty said that she would post all information about the event on the web. Will said that he would talk to the Port Orford school district to see if they were interested in taking part this year. If not, they could be dropped from participation.
Website: Maureen Haggerty said that the website was up to date.
Other: Claudine Hundhausen said that next meeting she would bring a drawing of the cabinet being designed for the Friends room. This could then be discussed.
