Spring is in the air (finally!) and Coos County Libraries are engaged in
meteoric growth. Last fiscal year, all of the libraries circulated 901,550
items. This is amazing in light of the fact that our county only has a
population of 64,711. We have some of the highest per capita library
usage in the state.

Jefferson County’s libraries have closed due to budget cuts. They put a
funding measure on the November ballot. When this was rejected, they

announced closures. There will be another funding measure to try to

rescue the libraries this spring. Neither Bandon nor any of the other Coos County libraries have
this uncertainty. Our libraries have a dedicated tax base, not dependent on the General Fund or on
timber revenues. Funds come from property taxes. Our hope is that we will continue to serve the
residents of the county and that Jefferson County will find a way to solve its budget problems.

When it happened, deadly, silver thread-like organisms would fall through the skies to Pern, for
periods of up to 100 years, destroying whatever they touched.

To combat this death from the sky, the ealy Pernese genetically bred huge flying beasts capable of
teleporting themselves in an instant, breathing fire to destroy the threads. Men and women with
telepathic ability were paired with the Dragons at hatching, forever bonded and pledged to protect
the planet. With not enough Dragons however, settlements were moved from the preferred green
continent to other mountainous, rocky,continents where people, and food supplies could be
better protected. Over time, lives, equipment, and knowledge were lostn the massive move.
Survival was difficult and life was hard.



After 400 years of no thread, however, dangers were forgotten and thought to be legends, no longer
a concern.
