We are presently trying to integrate the scheduling of these three new events, but an attempt will be 

made to hold them on the same evening each month so everyone can easily mark their calendars.  We 

hope to hold the Travel Night the second Monday evening of each month and the film Night on the 

fourth Monday evening, with both events starting about 7:00 pm.  The Chautauqua presentations will 

be integrated with the Travel Night depending upon speaker travel schedules.  All events are planned 

for the Sprague Community Room in the Library.

Library Computer Classes Begin Again 

 

Bandon Library, BLFF, and CyberLynx are again sponsoring computer 

literacy classes at the library.  They are scheduled most Wednesday 

afternoons in the Logan Conference Room from 2:00 to 3:30.  You can 

find the schedule and course descriptions on the BLFF web site under 

Programs/Events at http://bandonlff.org.   

 

Most of the classes are designed for beginners and intermediate users.  

They focus on computer and Internet basics.  Following a presentation, 

some hands-on practice is available on the library’s 7 public access 

computers. 

 

Coming soon, Heritage Place will be joining the sponsorship group and additional hands-on classes 

will be offered to the public.  Heritage Place is providing space for a small classroom and Internet 



access via their Comspan service.  Five classroom computers were provided by FreeGeek, a Portland 

non-profit that refurbishes donated computers.  In addition to classes, computer lab sessions will be 

scheduled to give individualized help on using computers, Microsoft Office products, and on-line 

tutorials. 

 

Library class 

size is 10 students; Heritage Place is 5.  Drop-ins are welcome if the class is not full.

During the month of October, Bob and I finally realized a longtime dream of a European excursion 

together.  Bob lived in Europe for nearly a year in the 60’s, after he had completed a tour of duty in the 

Army.  However, it was my first time to venture outside the continental United States.  It was not only 

a long anticipated trip, but also very enlightening. 

 

One of our stops was a town south of Valencia, Spain, called Tabernes 

de Valldigna.  Tabernes is approximately the size of Coos Bay.  Its  

mixture of old and new is at times quite a series of contrasts.  It offers 

many appealing features we think of in Mediterranean villages, (the 

aged stucco buildings with shutters, wrought iron grill work and tile 

roofs) combined with some not so charming aspects of life in the 

twenty-first century.  Streets designed for carts and pedestrians are wall-

to-wall automobiles, parked, as necessity requires, on sidewalks and in 

other tight places.

The first thought into my head was the vision of our Bandon Library with large windows and doors, 

open from 10:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. or later, Tuesday through Saturday.  I thought of the red brick 

pillars outside welcoming visitors, and of the pine trees, hebe, grasses, daisies, and seedum planted 

near spacious, convenient parking.  I’ve always appreciated Bandon Library, but that day especially.
